Meaning of scores on YAEL
(Hebrew Proficiency Test)

This report contains your scores on the Yael Hebrew
Proficiency Test. The first of the three scores is for the multiple
choice section of the test, the second is for the essay section of
the test, and the third is your overall score.

The scores are on a scale of 50-150. There is no "pass" or
"fail".

Since December 2002, the scoring process has been altered.
Hence, scores obtained before this date are not comparable to
scores obtained since.

Multiple Choice Section Score

For each correct answer, you receive one point. The sum of
these points constitutes your raw score. In order to make scores
obtained by examinees on different test dates comparable, the
raw score is converted to a standard scale of 50-150.

Essay Section Score

The essay section is scored by two independent raters
according to four criteria: content, structure, register and
usage. Your score is the average of the scores given by the two
raters and it is also presented on a standard scale of 50-150.

Overall Score

The overall score — also on a standard scale of 50-150 —is
calculated by means of a transformation formula applied to the
weighted average (M) of the two parts of the test:

For a weighted average of 50-54, the overall score = 50

For a weighted average of 55-130, the overall score =M x 1.08 — 8.2
For a weighted average of 131-150, the overall score =M x 0.89 + 16.5

Score Distribution

The table below converts score ranges into percentages in
order to help you understand the significance of the score you
obtained. The table shows 10 score ranges and the percentage
of examinees whose scores are below, within, or above each of
these ranges. For example, an examinee with an overall score
of 103 falls in the 100-109 range. About 16% of examinee
scores fall within this range, 59% below this range, and some
25% above this range. The ranges shown in this table are for
illustrative purposes only and do not reflect the admissions
policy of any specific institution. The percentages are based on
the scores of examinees who took the Yael in recent years.

How the Institutions Use the Scores

Institutions use Yael scores to place students in the appropriate
Hebrew courses or exempt them from further study of the
language. In some cases, the Yael score also functions as an
admissions criterion. Different institutions are free to make
independent decisions with regard to an examinee on the basis
of the same score.
