The word "jazz" has only four letters, but there are many different types of jazz music.
During the more than one hundred years of its history, jazz has been played in many different
styles, such as ragtime, blues, dixieland, swing, and bebop. Even though there are so many jazz
styles, all jazz musicians use certain techniques. They all make sudden, surprising changes in
rhythm and they all improvise, or invent, music while they are playing it.

Jazz was first played in New Orleans in the late 19th century. It developed from the music
of the different cultures there — American, French, African, and Native American. At the time,
music was important in people's daily lives. It was played at work, at religious festivals like
Mardi Gras, and at funerals.
